Art in the Alley is on Friday, August 7" from4-9 pm, in conjunction with Beatwalk.

Each artist will have a 10’ long (3’ wide) space in the alley. This is enough space for an 8’ table and a
chair — no canopies will be allowed. All work must be handmade and the artist must be on-site. Artists
must provide their own table and display fixtures. Artists will be responsible for their own sales; the
gallery will not take a commission. Set-up begins at 2:30. Artists will be given space as they arrive
(ie: arrive early for best placement). The fee is $25 (for non-members) and $15 (for members).
